Gardenia Green Tea

Smoky Lapsang Souchong 

One of the world's oldest and most distinctive black teas originating from Fujian. 
It has a pronounced smoky aroma, with hints of dried longan. 

 

Tongmu Jin Jun Mei 

A premium red tea from Fujian. It brews into a gold color and releases a floral 
and fruity aroma. 

 

White tea is very lightly fermented tea that has not been rubbed or rolled 
before it is left to wilt and dry under the sun. Its name derives from the silvery-
white hairs on the tea leaves 

Benefits: Clears phlegm; high in antioxidants 

 

Yunnan Ancient Tree White Tea 

Picked from the famous Dayeh broad-leaf tea plants in Yunnan, this white tea is 
exceptionally fruity and complex. 

 

Fuding Premium Baihao Yinzhen 

Fuding is where white tea has its origins. The tea produced here is of the highest 
quality.

High in tannins, oolong is an excellent complement to your meals.

Anxi Orchid Tieguanyin 

This premium oolong from Anxi has a white orchid aroma and a pronounced 
sweetness that lingers on your palate. 

 

Phoenix Dan Cong – Almond Aroma 

Rich in floral fragrance with a hint of almond. It is the most highly prized Dan 
Cong tea from Chiu Chow, gifted to the Song Emperor during his escape to the 
south from the Mongol invasion. 

 

Fushou Lishan Taiwanese Oolong 

Harvested in Nantou, 2,000 meters above sea level. The cold and humid 
environment contributes to the amazing fruity floral fragrance and smooth, 
creamy mouthfeel. 

 

Oriental Beauty 

One of the most famous oolongs from Taiwan thought to have been named by 
Queen Elizabeth II. Being nibbled on by tea jassids results in distinctive notes of 
honey and an intensely rich aroma profile. 

 

Gold Award-winning Da Hong Pao 

Harvested from the Wuyi Mountains in very limited quantity, this premium Da 
Hong Pao is characterized by a unique orchid fragrance and a long finish. It was 
the gold prize winner in the 2024 Wuyi Tea Competition. 

 

Wuyi Matouyan Rougui 

Velvety with hints of stone fruits, rougui is the most representative of rock teas. 
This tea from the Matouyan region is a rising star among Wuyi teas, highly 
prized for its sharp and pronounced aroma.

Dark tea is the result of a secondary microbial fermentation and oxidation after 
the tea leaves have been dried and rolled. Compared to other teas, it is much 
mellower and gets better with age. 

Benefits: Aids digestion; soothes the stomach 

 

Anhua “Golden Flower” Fermented Tea 

This fermented tea from Hunan is known for its “golden flowers”, a probiotic 
fungus that can aid digestion and improve heart health. Its mild flavor is 
complemented by an earthy note and nutty sweetness. 

 

20-year Imperial Ripe Pu'er 

Made from the most tender tea buds and aged for two decades. Earthy, complex 
and velvety with creamy notes. 

 

Banzhang Village Raw Pu'er 

Raw pu’er is harvested and stored without going through the piling process to 
preserve the character of the tea leaves. Hailing from Xishuangbanna, this tea has 
been dubbed the “king of pu’er”. 

 

30-year Aged Liubao 

Aged for three decades, this tea from Guangxi is prized for its rarity and is a 
favorite among aged tea lovers for its ginseng and betel nut aroma. 

 

30-year Yunan Ripe Pu’er 

This ripe tea undergoes a process known as “wet piling” to encourage microbial 
activity, resulting in a velvety smooth mouthfeel with a depth of flavor that 
improves with age.
